INSTRUCTIONS:
1. Attach Handle:
a. Remove the Nut and Screw from the end of the Handle that is not
connected to anything.
b. Insert the Pump Shaft into the Handle, aligning the hole in the
Pump Shaft with the holes in the handle.
c. Reinstall the Screw in the Handle inserting it through the hole in
the Pump Shaft and tighten the Nut. Do not overtighten.

NOTE: Use a compatible, liquid thread sealant or PTFE tape on all male
threads. Tighten all connections firmly to avoid air or fluid leaks. Do not
overtighten plastic threads.

2. Thread the Suction Tube into the inlet side of Pump. Attach extensions
as needed for your drum size.

3. Insert Suction Tube into the drum’s Bung opening.

4. Thread the Bung Nut into the tank.

5. Assemble and thread the Delivery Spout onto the output side
of Pump.

MAINTENANCE:
Weekly: Spray a Teflon lubricant into the Pump Body.
